HANGING WITH THE SINNERS 
 

While Jesus was having dinner at Matthewôs house, many tax collectors and ñsinnersò came and ate with him 

and his disciples.  When the Pharisees saw this, they asked his disciples, ñWhy does your teacher eat with tax 

collectors and ósinnersô?òðMatthew 9:10-11 

        One of the most powerful figures of Wall Street 

fell in love with an actress.  For many months he was 

seen escorting her in all of the fashionable circles in 

town.  Deciding to marry her, he first put a private de-

tective to the job of looking into her former dealings 

and friends in order to protect himself against any rash 

mistake.  At last he received his agent’s report.  “Miss 

Blank enjoys an excellent reputation.  Her past is spot-

less.  Her associates have been above reproach.  The 

only breath of scandal is that, in recent months, she has 

been much seen in the company of a businessman of 

dubious reputation.” 

        Jesus was always hanging out with men and 

women of “dubious reputation.”  He ate with sinners.  

He shopped with sinners in the marketplace.  He asked 

sinners at wells for water to drink.  He adopted twelve 

sinners as students to teach and train.  Jesus healed sin-

ners, fed sinners, told stories to sinners, spent time in 

sinners’ homes, preached to sinners, forgave sinners, 

and offered God’s love to sinners.
